With her father unable to work after
leg surgery and the loss of her mother due to
cancer, Saniya and her elder sister held the
responsibility of managing a family of 6. At 18, she
was burdened by financial challenges, unable to
even afford her 12th-grade fees, yet she refused to
give up.
When she found out about the Bulandi program,
she saw it as a glimmer of hope. Little did she know
that it would become the turning point in her life.
Through the program, Saniya gained more than
just skills; she found her voice, her confidence, and
a belief in herself she’d never had before. Her
resilience found a direction to move forward.
Today, Saniya is building the life she once
dreamed of, earning, educating, and slowly
shaping a future filled with possibility. And
sometimes, that’s all a young person needs- a little
support and someone to believe in their potential.
